district court.

Members of the bar and the public are invited to submit written comments for
consideration by the Court of Appeals concerning the reappointment of Bankruptcy
Judge Barrett to a new term of office in Augusta. If requested, the identity of a
respondent to this solicitation will not be divulged without prior consent. However,
the incumbent will be provided with a general description of the source and nature
of any comments.
